A The QBR directly reaches people that may not otherwise be involved
(as spectators etc) in the Commonwealth Games, allowing them the
opportunity to be part of and support the Games.

A By travelling through other Commonwealth Nations, the QBR also
supports a sense of unity among the people of the Commonwealth.

A Past QBRs have been very well received and hosted by
Commonwealth Nations, involving Heads of State, Royalty and senior
government persons
